Beloved in Christ,

A healthy society is everyone’s desire. The ministry of healing, which was an important part of our Lord’s
public ministry, is being carried out through the Church and other medical care facilities. We as a Church
have set apart the Sunday, 4 February 2024 as the Medical Mission Sunday to remember this great ministry
of the Church, to pray for those engaged in it, and to support its activities financially.

As part of the Golden Jubilee of Mar Thoma Medical Mission, the Oncology Department started at
Kattanam St. Thomas Mission Hospital in association with Mumbai Tata Memorial Centre, and the Pain and
Cancer Palliative Care Centre started at the Episcopal Jubilee Mandiram, Kottarakara, are excelling in their
mission.

With the goal of the best diagnosis and treatment at the most affordable rates, these hospitals function under
the Mar Thoma Medical Mission Board; mainly, St. Thomas Mission Hospital, Kattanam; Mar Chrysostom
Fellowship Mission Hospital, Kumbanad; Mar Thoma Mission Hospital, Chungathara.

In the St. Thomas Mission Hospital, Kattanam, with 250 beds, the ophthalmology department and the
dialysis centre with 12 units are of special mention. 699 students study in various courses in the hospital,
viz., B.Sc. (Nursing), M.Sc. (Nursing), General Nursing, Auxiliary and Midwifery, B. Pharm, and D. Pharm.

Associated with the Mar Chrysostom Fellowship Mission Hospital, Kumbanad, with 150 beds, the activities
of the AAM.M. Geriatric centre and the community palliative care are commendable. 110 members stay at
the geriatric centre presently. The dialysis centre with 13 units, which was started with the help of the Abu
Dhabi Mar Thoma Church, is functioning well. The preparations for the construction of a five-storey
building with all modern facilities are being made. A new gynaecology department was started on 6™ June
2023. In addition, the departments of Endocrinology, Neurology, and psychiatry have been started newly.
Steps are being taken to start a new nursing college in the next financial year.

The activities of the Mar Thoma Mission Hospital, Chungathara, with 50 beds are progressing in a blessed
manner. 10 dialysis units are functioning. The development work of the hospital is carried out with the help
of the TIMT Charitable Trust, headquartered in Bangalore.

Students are studying in various courses at the Christian Medical Colleges at Vellore and Ludhiana, under
the sponsorship of the Church. We are able to help the poor through medical camps, free medical assistance
schemes, dialysis treatment at low rates, palliative care, and community health centres. The generous
contribution of all is expected towards free dialysis of poor patients. Such free treatment incurs an expense
of Rs. 1,200 for one dialysis. Those who wish to contribute may do so at the respective hospitals or at the
Medical Mission office. Beloved, we expect the cooperation of all in the efforts of the Church to increase the
physical conditions of our hospitals, so as to make quality treatment available to all sections of the society.

During the worship service on 4™ February 2024, we must remember and pray for the activities of the
Medical Mission, and submit offertories for the same. This year, Rs. 25 lakhs is expected as offertory
towards this cause. We exhort the earnest participation of all in this concern.
